We would like to thank for your kind support and recent donation to Slough Foodbank.
We received your donations during December which weighed a total of 129kg. Each gift
makes an enormous difference to families and individuals who are most in need in our
local community.

Toiletries & Basic Items Urgent: washing up liquid, shampoo, deodorant, shaving foam/gel,
toothpaste, child toothbrushes, nappies size 6+, 7 & 8
Always required: soap, toilet rolls, strong carrier bags+
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
